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How super works
Investing in superannuation
While superannuationmay seem complex, the concept
behind it is simple – it’s ameans of saving now so you can
enjoy a financially comfortable lifestyle when you retire.
To encourage superannuation savings, the Federal
Government (Government) has provided some distinct
tax advantages:

you can invest ‘before-tax’ income through salary
sacrifice

the earnings on your investment are
concessionally-taxed, with amaximum tax rate of 15%

your benefits are tax-free if received after you turn 60.

Please refer to the ‘Tax’ section for further general
information.

Eligibility to invest
Superannuationcontributionscangenerallybeaccepted
from you or from your employer or your spouse (legal or
de facto) on your behalf if youmeet the requirements
shown in the following ‘Eligibility for superannuation
contributions’ table.

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Contribution limits
Subject to theeligibilityrequirements, therearealsosome
restrictions on the amount of contributions that can be
made into the Super Plan before additional taxes are
charged, as detailed below. The Super Plan can accept all
of the following types of contributions.

Concessional contributions

Concessional contributions generally include employer
contributions (including superannuation guarantee and
salarysacrifice)andpersonalcontributions forwhichyou
claim a tax deduction.

The concessional contributions cap is $30,000 for the
2024/2025 financial year. This amount will be indexed in
line with AverageWeekly Ordinary Time Earnings
(AWOTE) once the increase in the indexed amount is
greater than $2,500. Excess concessional contributions
attract additional tax (see the ‘Tax’ section for details) and
may also count towards your non-concessional
contributions limit (see below).

Provision tomake ‘catch-up’ concessional contributions
Members with a total superannuation balance1 of less
than $500,000 on 30 June of the previous financial year
who have not fully utilised their concessional
contributions cap in the 2019/2020 or subsequent
financial years will be able to carry forward the unused
cap amounts on a rolling five consecutive year basis to
make additional concessional contributions. You can
check your details of any unused concessional
contributions cap using the Australian Taxation Office
(ATO) online services throughmyGov.

1 This includes the withdrawal value of all of your
superannuation, including any accumulation, transition to
retirementandpensionaccounts, adjusted foranystructured
settlement contributions. You can check your total
superannuation balance using the ATO online services
throughmyGov.

Non-concessional contributions

These contributions are also referred to as ‘after-tax
contributions’.

Thenon-concessional contributions cap is four times the
concessional contributions cap noted above (that is,
$120,000 for the 2024/2025 financial year), provided you
have a total superannuation balance of less than $1.9
million as at 30 June 2024.Members under age 75 with a
total superannuationbalanceunder $1.66million2will be
eligible to bring forward 2 or 3 years of non-concessional
contributions, as shown in the following table.

Excessnon-concessional contributions attract additional
tax (see the ‘Tax’ section for details).We generally won’t
accept single non-concessional contributions over the
cap, but you are responsible formonitoring your total
non-concessional contributions against the cap.

Any spouse contributions are counted towards the
receiving spouse’s non-concessional contributions limit.

Spouse contributions

A person can claim a tax offset of up to $540 per annum
forsuperannuationcontributionsmadeonbehalfof their
low incomeornon-working eligible spouse earningup to
$37,000during theyear.The taxoffset is calculatedas 18%
ofcontributionsup toamaximumcontributionof$3,000.

Contributions made from personal injury settlements

Settlement proceeds (structured settlements) received
for an injury resulting in permanent disablement that
meet the qualifying criteria below are exempt from the
non-concessional contributions limit and are excluded
from amember’s total superannuation balance.

Qualifying criteria:

two qualifiedmedical practitionersmust certify that
as a result of the injury the individual is unlikely to
ever be able to be gainfully employed in a capacity for
which they are reasonably qualified because of
education, experience or training
the contribution of the personal injury settlement
paymentmust bemade to a superannuation fund
within 90 days of the payment being received or the
structured settlement coming into effect (whichever
is later)
the individualmust ensure that the fund is aware that
the contribution is beingmade under this exemption
by completing a ‘Contributions for personal injury
election’ form (available from the ATOwebsite) and
providing it to the fund before or whenmaking the
contribution.
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Downsizer contributions
Members aged 55 or over canmake additional
contributions of up to $300,000 from the proceeds
following thesaleof theirprincipal residence (which they
must have owned for the past 10 ormore years), provided
theymeet the criteria below:

bothmembers of a couple can contribute in respect of
the same house
thecontributionamount isexemptfromthe$1.9million
total super balance test formaking non-concessional
contributions
the contribution amount is not exempt from the
Centrelink age pension assets test.
thecontributionmustbemadeto thesuper fundwithin
90 days generally from the date of settlement
the individualmust also ensure that the fund is aware
that thecontributionisbeingmadeunderthisprovision
bycompletingandreturninga ‘Downsizercontribution
into superannuation’ form (available from the ATO
website) to the fund before or whenmaking the
contribution.

Government co-contributions
Membersmay be eligible for the Government
co-contribution in relation to a financial year if:

themember hasmade personal non-concessional
contributions up to $1,000 during that financial year

thememberhasa total income(assessable incomeplus
reportable fringe benefits and reportable employer
super contributions less allowable deductions for
carrying on a business,where applicable) less than the
higher income threshold

10% ormore of themember’s total incomemust come
from employment-related activities and/or carrying
on a business

themember is less than71 years of age at theendof the
financial year

the income tax return for themember for the financial
year has been lodged

themember’s non-concessional contributions for the
financial year do not exceed their non-concessional
contributions cap for that year

themember’s total superannuationbalance is less than
$1.9million on 30 June of the previous financial year

themember isnot theholderofa temporaryvisaduring
the financial year.

The co-contribution rate is 50%, with amaximum$500
co-contribution applying for individuals with a total
income up to the lower income threshold (see below),
which reduces by 3.333 cents for every $1 of total income
upto thehigher incomethresholdwhere itceases toapply.

For the 2024/2025 financial year, the lower income
threshold is $45,400 with a higher income threshold of
$60,400. The higher income threshold is set at $15,000
above the (indexed) lower income threshold.

Low income superannuation tax offset
A superannuation contribution of up to $500 annually
(not indexed) will be paid by the Government for
individuals on adjusted taxable incomes of up to $37,000.
Theamountpayable into the individual’s superannuation
accountwillbecalculatedbyapplyinga15%matchingrate
to the concessional contributionsmade by or for such
eligible individuals.

This effectivelymeans that eligible individuals can have
$3,333 in concessional contributionsmade to
superannuation each year without having their benefits
reduced by contributions tax as the $500 payment will
offset the contributions tax payable.

Small business capital gains

Smallbusinessownerswhoqualify for thesmallbusiness
capital gains tax (CGT) concessionsmaybeexempt from
the non-concessional contributions limit. The proceeds
from the disposal of eligible assets are exempt up to a
lifetime limit of $1.78million for the 2024/2025 financial
year (indexed)provided that the individualhasmade the
fund aware that the contribution is beingmade under
theseprovisionsbycompletingandreturningto the fund
a ‘Capital gains tax capelection’ form(available fromthe
ATOwebsite) prior to or whenmaking the contribution.

Recontributingamountswithdrawnunder theCOVID-19
early release provisions
MemberswhoutilisedtheCOVID-19earlyreleaseinitiative
to withdrawmoney from their super in the 2019/2020
and/or 2020/2021 financial years can recontribute up to
the amountwithdrawnonor before 30 June 2030without
these recontributions counting towards their
non-concessional contributions cap.

The individualmust ensure the fund is aware that the
contributionisbeingmadeunder theseprovisionsbefore
orwhenmakingthecontributionandprovideacompleted
‘Notice of re-contribution of COVID-19 early release
amounts’ form (available from the ATOwebsite).

First home super saver (FHSS) scheme
The FHSS scheme administered by the ATO allows first
home buyers to contribute up to $15,000 per year (and
$50,000 in total) to superannuation, within the relevant
contribution caps. This includes personal and salary
sacrifice contributions (voluntary contributions) but not
superannuation guarantee contributions.

Eligible individuals can apply to the ATO for these
voluntary contributions plus deemed earnings (at a rate
whichwillbecalculatedby theATOusing the90-dayBank
Bill rateplus3%) tobewithdrawnunder theFHSSscheme.

The contributions plus deemed earnings will only be
released subject to a release authority being provided by
the ATO to the fund. Any amounts released by the fund
are required to be paid to the ATO.

Withdrawals of concessional contributions plus deemed
earningswill be taxedat the individual’smarginal tax rate
(plusMedicare levy) less a 30% tax offset.Withdrawals of
non-concessional contributionswill not be subject to tax.
The ATOwill withhold any applicable tax before paying
the net amount released to the individual.

If the released amount is not used to acquire a property
within 12months:
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The ATOwill automatically grant you an extension for
a further 12months

Youcanrecontributeanamount (whichmustbeat least
equal to theassessableFHSSreleasedamount, lessany
tax that was withheld) back into super as a
non-concessional contribution within the 12-month
period (or theextendedtimeperiod)andnotify theATO
of the recontributed amount

You canpayFHSS tax of 20%on the assessable amount
that was released.

When you are ready to receive your FHSS amounts, you
need to apply to theCommissionerofTaxation for a FHSS
determination and a release. You can apply online using
yourmyGov account linked to the ATO.

Consolidating your superannuation into the Super
Plan
Ifyouhaveothersuperannuationaccounts,youmaywish
to consolidate your superannuation into one account
within the Super Plan. This canmake it easier tomanage
your superannuation andmay save youmoney with
ongoing fees and costs.

If you transfer from another superannuation fund, you
should consider whether the transfermay also impact
your insurance arrangements or other benefits with that
fund, if any, and fees youmay be charged for the transfer.

Please complete the ‘Transfer authority’ form provided
with the 'Your Super account' document if you wish to
consolidateyoursuperannuation into theSuperPlan.You
can send it directly to your other fund(s) or, if you send it
to us, we’ll arrange the transfer on your behalf. You can
also transfer between funds online using yourmyGov
account.

Super contributions splitting
Youmay apply to have up to 85% of any concessional
contributionsup to theconcessional contributionscap in
anyfinancialyeartransferredtoasuperannuationaccount
in the name of your spouse (if applicable).

Non-concessional contributions, rollovers and transfers
ofoverseassuperannuationbenefits toanAustralianfund
can’t be split.

Super contributions splitting in the Super Plan generally
works as follows:

amember’s application to transfer the contributions
for a financial yearmust bemade in writing andmay
only bemade after the end of that financial year (or
during the financial year where themember’s entire
benefit is being withdrawn from the Super Plan)
amembermayonlymakeoneapplication tous to split
contributions in the Super Plan in each financial year

themember’sapplicationmustcontainaconfirmation
from their receiving spouse either that:
– they haven’t reached age 60 or
– if theyarebetweenage60and65years, theyhaven’t

satisfied a relevant condition of release

we will then transfer the relevant amount from the
member'saccount toanaccount for thespouse,assoon
as is practicable (and in any case within 90 days) after
receiving a valid application from themember.

Superannuation choice of fund
Many Australiansmay choose to have their future
employer superannuation guarantee contributions paid
into a fund of their choice.

Tosee ifyouareeligible,contactyouremployer. If achoice
of fund is notmadeby you, then theATOmayprovide the
employer with your 'stapled' super fund for which the
employer is to contribute.

Exercising choice of fund
If youareeligible, a ‘standardchoice form’ (available from
your employer or the ATO) enables you to choose a
superannuation fund to which your employer is to
contribute.

It’s easy to direct employer contributions and your own
personal contributions into the Super Plan.

Please complete the ‘Super Plan application’ form in the
PDS and send it to us.When you receive your initial
investment statement for the Super Plan, simply:

1. complete the ‘Choice of super fund’ form in the PDS

2. give this form (with the ‘Complying fund statement’
on the reverse side of the form) to your employer.

Accessing your superannuation benefit
Superannuation is a long-term investment and the
Government has placed restrictions on when you can
accessyourbenefit, as shownin the following ‘Conditions
of release for superannuation benefits’ table. Usually,
superannuation cannot be accessed prior to your
preservation age.

You can withdraw any ‘unrestricted non-preserved’
benefits at any time.

Part of your superannuation benefit may be paid to your
spouse or former spouse as a consequence of the
superannuationsplittingandbenefit paymentprovisions
under family law (see ‘Superannuation and family law’
in this section for further information).

Preservation age

If you are age 60 ormore, you have reached your
preservation age. If you are under age 60, you have not.

Superannuation and family law
The law allows for superannuation benefits to be split
betweenyouandyourspouse(includingadefactospouse
of thesameordifferent sex) in thecaseof legal separation
or divorce. Under the law, wemay be required to:

providecertaininformationaboutyoursuperannuation
interest to certain eligible persons without notifying
you of the request and/or

'flag' and/or split your superannuation interest
according to a superannuation agreement or Family
Court order.

Although the Fund’s Trust Deed allows us to charge fees
for family law related transactions, we currently don’t
intend to do so and will notify you before any change.

The legal requirements for splittingyoursuperannuation
benefit in thesecircumstancesarecomplexandeffecting
a split of your superannuation interestmay have
significant financial and tax consequences for you.We
therefore recommend that you seek professional legal,
taxandfinancialadviceonhowtheseprovisionsmayaffect
you.

Investments and social security
Your investment in the Fundmay affect your social
security or pension entitlements. The calculations are
complexsowerecommendthatyouseekadvicefromyour
financial or tax adviser, or use the Financial Information
Service provided by Services Australia.

Superannuationbenefit transferstotheATO
Wearerequiredbylawtotransfercertainsuperannuation
benefits to the ATO including:

inactive low-balance accounts

lost member accounts

unclaimed benefits.

After payment to the ATO, we are discharged from any
further liability for payment of the benefit.

Youcanconsolidatesuperannuationbenefits transferred
to theATOintoanactivesuperannuationaccount through
yourmyGov account. Alternatively, the ATO is required
topayanysuperannuationamounts itholds intoanactive
superannuation account held by themember where the
consolidated balance will be $6,000 ormore.

Interest will be paid at a rate equivalent to CPI on all
superannuation benefit amounts reclaimed from the
ATO.
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Inactive low-balance accounts
An inactive low-balance account is an account with a
balance of less than $6,000 where themember has had
nocontributionsorotheramountspaid into theiraccount
for 16monthsandwhere thememberhasnotdoneat least
one of the following:

made changes to their investment option(s)

elected tomaintainormadechanges to their insurance
cover

made or amended a binding beneficiary nomination

confirmed that theywant their account to remainwith
their super fund by providing the fund with a written
notice at least 30 days before the relevant reporting
date (see below for details).

Inactive low-balance accountsmust be identified as at 30
June and 31 December each year and reported to the ATO
on the following31October and30April respectively. The
balancesof thoseaccountsremaining inactiveat that time
must then be transferred to the ATO.

Lost member accounts
You will be considered a lost member in the Fund if you
are uncontactable because:

either:
the Fund has never had an address (whether
non-electronic or electronic) for you

–

or
– at least one written communication (whether

non-electronic or electronic) has been sent to your
lastknownaddress (oraddresses)andwebelieve,on
reasonable grounds (eg communication returned
unclaimed), that you can no longer be contacted at
any address known to us and

you have not contacted us (whether by written
communicationorotherwise)within the last 12months
and

you have not accessed details about your
superannuation interest in the Fund from any
electronic facility we have provided within the last 12
months and

wehavenot received a contributionor rollover for you
within the last 12months.

Small or insoluble lostmember accounts

Alostmemberaccount isalsotakentobeunclaimedsuper
money if either:

the balance of the lost member account is less than
$6,000 (small lost member account) or

the lost member account has been inactive for 12
monthsandwearesatisfiedthat itwillneverbepossible
to pay the benefit to themember (insoluble lost
member account).

Unclaimed benefits
Yoursuperannuationmaybetreatedasunclaimedmoney
if you:

have reached age 65 and we have not received an
amount on your behalf for at least two years and five
yearshavepassed sincewe lasthadcontactwithyouor

were a temporary resident who has permanently
departedAustralia and youdidnot claimyour benefits
within sixmonths of the later of the date of your
departure or your visa ceasing to be effective (except if
you are an Australian or New Zealand citizen).Wewill
make all reasonable efforts to contact you in such
circumstances,however, it is important that younotify
us of any changes to your details.

Bankruptcy
If you are declared bankrupt, wemay be required to pay
contributions to an administrator in bankruptcy under
the direction of a court.

Death benefits
In the event of your death, your benefit will generally be
paid to one ormore of your dependants or to your legal
personal representative. The Trust Deed permits you to:

give a direction (binding nomination) to the Trustee
about the distribution of your death benefit

nominate your preferred beneficiaries (non-binding
nomination) but ultimately leave it to the discretion of
the Trustee to decide how your death benefit is to be
distributed among your beneficiaries and/or legal
personal representative (if theTrusteecan’t locateany
dependants the benefit may be paid to your legal
personal representative).

There are different tax consequences depending on the
beneficiariesbeingadependantornon-dependant for tax
purposes (see 'Tax on death benefits' in the 'Tax' section
for details).We recommend that you consult a financial
and/or tax adviser beforemaking any nomination.

Tomake a nomination, indicate this on your application
form. Youmust also complete the ‘Nomination of
beneficiary’ form and attach it to your application. You
can revoke or amend an existing nomination at any time,
ormake a new beneficiary nomination, by completing
another form and sending it to us.

If you don’t make a nomination, the Trustee will use its
discretion under the Trust Deed (subject to the law) to
determinethebeneficiariesandmostappropriatemethod
of payment for your death benefit.

Binding nominations
Abindingnominationbinds theTrustee tomakepayment
of your death benefit according to your instructions,
providedyournomination isvalidandeffectiveunder the
law and the rules in the Trust Deed.We recommend that
you obtain professional financial and/or tax advice when
determining your estate planning structure.
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For a binding nomination to be valid:

youcanonlynominateyourdependant(s)oryour legal
personal representative (your estate) as a beneficiary

your nominationmust bemade in writing and signed
by you in the presence of two witnesses who are over
18 years of age and not named as beneficiaries.

Ifwehaveacceptedavalidbindingnomination topayone
ormoredependantsoryour legalpersonal representative
and that nomination, or a part of it, is no longer valid and
effective at the time of payment (eg a nominated
beneficiary is not still a dependant at the time of death),
we will pay the non-valid portion of your death benefit to
the remaining eligible nominated beneficiaries in equal
share. If therearenoeligiblenominatedbeneficiaries,we
will pay to your dependant(s) or your legal personal
representative(yourestate), inourdiscretion.TheTrustee
will pay the valid portion of your benefit in accordance
with that part of your nomination which is valid and
effective at the time of payment.

Lapsing bindingnomination

A lapsing binding death benefit nominationmust be
confirmed every three years to remain effective.

Non-binding nominations
Anon-bindingnominationgives theTrusteean indication
of yourwishes andwill help us to exercise our discretion.
However, it doesn’tnecessarilymean that thebenefitwill
be distributed in this way.

Dependants
For the purpose of paying a death benefit under
superannuation law, a dependant includes a:

spouse

child

person who was financially dependent on you at the
time of your death

personwhoyouhavean‘interdependencyrelationship’
with.

Amember’s ‘spouse’ includes:

another person (whether of the same sex or a different
sex) with whom amember is in a relationship that is
registered under relevant law and

another person who, although not legallymarried to
themember, lives with themember on a genuine
domestic basis in a relationship as a couple.

Amember’s ‘child’ includes:

an adopted child, stepchild or ex-nuptial child

a child of themember’s spouse

someone who is a child of themember under family
law.

Two people have an ‘interdependency relationship’ if:

1. they have a close personal relationship and

2. they live together and

3. one or each of them provides the other with financial
support and

4. one or each of themprovides the other with domestic
support and personal care.

If a close personal relationship exists but the other
requirementsforinterdependencyaren’tsatisfiedbecause
of a physical, intellectual or psychiatric disability, then
there is also an interdependency relationship.

Note: the definition of dependant for tax purposes is
different.

Derivatives risk
Derivativevaluescanfluctuatesignificantlyand incertain
circumstances a derivative can bemore volatile than the
underlying asset or index. The value of a derivative
contractmay fall as a result of an adversemovement in
the underlying asset or index. Losses can bemagnified
whereagreaterexposure iscreatedthroughthederivative
position than isbackedby theassetsof a fund.Derivatives
may also be subject to liquidity risk and/or counterparty
risk.Dependingonmarketconditionsderivativepositions
can be costly or difficult to reverse.

A counterpartymay also be required to take collateral
from a fund’s assets to support a derivatives contract.
Therefore, there isa risk that if thecounterpartybecomes
insolvent, the fund’s assetsmay not be returned in full.

Liquidity risk
In the absence of an establishedmarket or shortage of
buyers for certain investments, suchasunlistedproperty
funds, mortgages, some alternative assets and fixed
income,an investmentoptionmaynotbe liquid fromtime
to time. Thismeans there is a risk youwill have difficulty
withdrawing your investment.While we generally strive
tomakeproceeds fromyourwithdrawalrequestavailable
within threebusinessdays fromwhenwehaveprocessed
the request, in certain circumstanceswemaynot be able
tomeet your withdrawal request when received (see
'Withdrawals' and ‘Suspension of applications, switches
andwithdrawals’ in the ‘Featuresandbenefitsof theSuper
Plan’ section for further details).

Portfolio concentration risk
Investing in an option with exposure to predominantly
one asset class (eg Australian shares)may lead tomore
volatile returns than investing in anoptionwithexposure
tomultiple asset classes.

Portfolio concentration also increases the risk of a steep
decline invalueof an investmentportfolio fromarelative
peak relative tomulti-asset funds. Any time taken to
recover a drawdown can vary considerably due to the
nature of the underlying assets, the investment strategy,
market conditions and the size of the drawdown.

Credit risk
The issuer or party to a transactionmay not repay the
principal,make interestpaymentsor fulfil other financial
obligations in full and/or on time.

Themarket value of an investment can also fall
significantly when the perceived risk of a note or bond
increases or its credit rating declines.

Inflation risk
The inflation/CPI+ objective for eachmulti-asset class
investmentoptionassumesthemid-pointof the“Inflation
Target” adopted by the Reserve Bank of Australia, which
is a target formonetary policy in Australia to keep
consumer price inflation within a specified range on
average, over themedium term. The Inflation Target
adopted by the RBAmay change.

Inflation risk includes the risk of notmeeting an option's
inflation/CPI+ objective over the objective’s stated
timeframe because inflation is higher than the Inflation
Target.

Gearing risk
The Fund can’t use gearing as an investment strategy.
However, gearing risk is a factor in themulti-asset class
investmentoptionsthathaveexposuretounlistedproperty
trusts or alternative assets, or where gearing forms part
of the underlying fund’s investment strategy.
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Withgearing,money isborrowed to increase theamount
that can be invested.While this can result in larger
investment gains in a risingmarket, it is also likely to
magnify losses in a fallingmarket.

Gearing increases the volatility of a fund’s investment
returns.Consequently,agearedfundisconsideredtohave
a higher investment risk than a comparable fund that is
ungeared.

The returns of a geared fund depend on the types of
investments in it as well as the level of gearing and the
costs of borrowing, including interest rates.

The greater the level of gearing in a geared fund, the
greater the potential for loss of capital. As the following
example shows, a 10% fall in themarket value of assets in
an ungeared fund could translate into a 20% fall in the
valueof thesameportfolio inageared fundwithagearing
level of 50% (excluding any borrowing costs).
Consequently, the greater the level of gearing, the less
the fall in asset value needs to be for a total loss of your
investment capital.

The gearing level in an underlying geared fundmay
change regularly due to factors such asmarket
movements, applications, withdrawals or changes to the
amount borrowed. In certain circumstances, it may be
necessary to suspend withdrawals from an underlying
geared fund tomanage the fund’s gearingpositionwithin
itsapproved limitsandprotect the interestsofall investors
in the fund.

The lendermayhave the right to reduce thegearing level
set for the geared fund or terminate the lending facility.
Thismeans that a geared fundmay need to promptly
reducethegearing levelbysellingassets,whichmayforce
the sale of assets at unfavourable prices. To control this
risk, the investmentmanagermay establish alternate
sourcesof funding to limit theexposure toanyone lender.

Prime broker risk
Thealternativeasset specialist investmentmanagersmay
engage a prime broker to provide financing for gearing
and stock for the borrowing and lending of securities, as
well as settlement services and anyother services agreed
between the parties.

When one of these strategies involves borrowing
securities or cash, the prime broker is entitled to take
collateral fromtheassetsof theparticular fund.Anyassets
taken by the prime brokermay be used by the prime
brokerfor itsownpurposes(includinglendingthoseassets
to third parties) for the period that the fund retains the

relevant liability.Therefore, there isa risk that if theprime
broker becomes insolvent whilst the fund remains
indebted to the prime broker, the assets of the fundmay
not be returned in full.

Short-position risk
Short-position risk is a factor in themulti-asset class
investment options that have exposure to alternative
assets, where short selling forms part of the underlying
fund’s investment strategy.

Where permitted, a short position can be created when
an underlying fund sells a borrowed security before
buying it back from the openmarket to return to the
securities lender. As the following example shows, if the
market price of the security:

falls in value, the underlying fundmakes a profit
because it buys it back for less than it was sold

rises invalue, theunderlyingfundwill incura losswhen
buying it back formore than it was sold.

Establishingashortposition inasecurity involvesahigher
level of risk than investing in a security. This is because
when you invest in a security, themaximum loss is
generally limited to the amount invested.With short
positions there is no limit on themaximum loss because
there is no upper limit on the security’s price. In other
words, the loss will continue to increase as the security’s
price rises.

A further risk is that the securities lendermay recall a
borrowed security, so the underlying fund will have to
findanother securities lenderwilling to lend thesecurity,
ormayhave tobuythesecurityquicklyatanunfavourable
price.

Gearing policy

The underlying fundsmay borrow from time to time to
buynewassets ormeet commitments rather thanhaving
to hold significant amounts of cash.

However, investments within the underlying funds in
unlisted property trusts and alternative assets where
strategicgearingtypicallyoccurscanresult insignificantly
higher gearing levels for that portion of the underlying
funds’ investments.

Conflictsmanagement policy

Conflicts of interestmay arise between related parties of
the Trustee or as between related parties appointed to
provide services to the Fund or involved in the
management of underlying investments.

The Trustee has policies and procedures in place to
manage any conflicts of interest, and to seek to ensure
that any related parties of the Trustee, and the Trustee's
service providers and their related parties, perform their
functions to the same standards as if the parties were not
related.

Howyou canmanage your investment risk
Themost significant risk in investing is that you don’t
reachyour financialgoals. It’s important toconsideryour
investment timeframe, your investment goals and your
risk toleranceandwerecommendyouconsult a financial
adviser to assist you in determining these.

Anunderlyingmulti-manager investment
approach
The Fund generally adopts amulti-manager approach to
investing. Several specialist investmentmanagers have
been chosen formost of the various asset classes to
manage the underlying assets of the investment options.
Thismulti-managerapproachreduces theriskassociated
with using a single specialist investmentmanager, as an
individual specialist investmentmanager’s performance
canchangeover timeorwithdifferentmarketconditions.

The specialist investmentmanagers enable the Fund to
combine their different styles, philosophies, approaches
andtechniques,with theaimofenhancingdiversification
within each asset class and producingmore consistent
returns.

Eachspecialist investmentmanagerissubject toarigorous
selection process and regularmonitoring by or on behalf
of theTrustee.TheTrustee isassisted in theselectionand
monitoring process by PTCo’s experienced investment
team. External consultants contribute to certain aspects
of the specialist investmentmanager screening or
portfolio construction but any decisions about the
appointmentofspecialist investmentmanagerstoanasset
class aremadebyPTCoas the investmentmanager to the
Fund.

The Fund’s investment options gain exposure to their
asset classes through underlying fundsmanaged by the
specialist investmentmanagers chosen by PTCo either:

directly by appointing the specialist investment
manager under an agreement tomanage investments

for an investment option or by investing in an
investment vehiclemanaged by PTCo, or

indirectly by investing in an investment vehicle
managedbyaspecialist investmentmanagerotherthan
PTCo.

Where a specialist investmentmanager is appointed
under an agreement tomanage adedicatedpool of assets
specifically for one of the Fund’s investment options, the
asset pool is held by a custodian appointed by PTCo as its
agent.PTCohas full visibilityoverunderlying investments
and can access holding details through its custodian.

WherePTCohasselectedaninvestmentvehiclemanaged
by PTCo to gain exposure to an asset class of the Fund’s
investment options, PTCo has full visibility over the
underlying investments as the investmentmanager of
that investment vehicle.

WherePTCo invests inanunderlying investmentvehicle
managed by a specialist investmentmanager other than
PTCo, PTCo relies on reporting from the specialist
investmentmanager to ascertain what the underlying
investmentsare,howeversuchreportingisonlyprovided
to PTCo where the specialist investmentmanager has
agreed to do so. PTComay be one ofmultiple investors in
the underlying investment vehicle.
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Themulti-manager investment process

Themain asset classes in which the investment optionsmay invest are summarised in the following table.

Income assets

Cash investments include bank accounts, discount securities (eg bank bills), short-term deposits and money market
funds which may invest in fixed income instruments and loans. Cash generally provides a rate of return in line with
short-term interest rates.

Cash

Fixed income instruments are securities issued by an issuer for a pre-determined period. The issuers may include
governments, banks, corporations and asset backed trusts. The instruments when issued usually provide a return
in the form of defined periodic income payments and the return of principal at maturity. These income payments
are either fixed when issued or set periodically against a benchmark.

Fixed income

Growth assets

A real estate (property) investment involves buying shares that represent a portion of ownership in a property
related company, buying units in an unlisted property trust or buying property directly. Property investments can
be in a range of sectors including commercial, industrial, residential and retail. Returns are usually generated from
rental income and changes in the value of the underlying properties.

Real estate

Shares represent a portion of ownership in a company. Shareholders can benefit if a company passes on some of
its profits to them through dividends and/or from capital growth if the share price rises.

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Alternative assets

Income Alternatives are alternative assets that have the objective of generating income and include a variety of
strategies including:

Income alternatives

Absolute return funds which are actively managed investments that aim to produce returns in both rising and
falling markets by using a broad range of securities and investment techniques.

Private Market and Senior debt strategies which include speculative grade bonds and loans issued by companies.
Companies issuing speculative grade bonds and loans have a lower credit rating and are more likely to experience
an impairment or default than companies that issue investment grade bonds and loans.

Securitised Assets are financial products that are backed by the cash flow of a portfolio of assets. Types of securitised
assets include:

Residential mortgage-backed securities (RMBS): a structured product backed by a portfolio of residential loans
Commercial mortgage-backed securities (CMBS): backed by a portfolio of commercial property loans
Collateralised loan obligations (CLOs): backed by a portfolio of senior secured loans to non-investment grade
companies
Asset Backed Securities (ABS): backed by assets like auto loans, consumer loans or loans to franchisees.

Private Market Property Debt are mainly loans backed by a residential or commercial property. The debt is held
by one investor or by a small group of investors and should be considered as illiquid. The debt is often used to
acquire properties, refinance, or redevelop an existing property.

Core Property involves purchasing an interest in property that is located in major cities, is intended to have stable
long-term rents and low vacancies. The exposure seeks to provide a stable income with the opportunity for a small
amount of capital growth.

Other Alternatives. Other alternative assets include royalties and insurance linked investments. Royalties are
investments that produce an income backed by an intangible asset such as intellectual property rights or a license.
Insurance Linked investments produce an income from the operations of an insurance company or through the
premiums paid by an insurance company.

Absolute return funds which are actively managed investments that aim to produce returns in both rising and
falling markets by using a broad range of securities and investment techniques.

Growth alternatives

Infrastructure involves investing by purchasing listed or unlisted equity or debt securities in companies and/or
large projects that provide facilities and services needed by the community (eg transport, power, roads,
telecommunications or water supply), or in other capital intensive assets (eg timberland and regional infrastructure).
The return on an infrastructure equity investment generally includes capital growth (or loss) and income.
Alternatively, infrastructure debt securities pay regular interest similar to that of other fixed income investments.

Private equity comprises investments in unlisted companies that offer the prospect for a major escalation in
economic value through a range of strategies including product development, market expansion, mergers and
acquisitions, corporate and balance sheet restructuring. They are generally long-term investments that aren’t liquid,
and usually generate their returns through an initial public offering, a sale or merger, or a recapitalisation.

Private real estate is the real estate equivalent of unlisted private equity. It seeks high returns by investing in
property projects with a large potential escalation in economic value, mainly via major redevelopment or repositioning
of the asset.

Use of derivatives
Aderivative is a financial instrument that usually derives
its value from the price of a physical security ormarket
index. Derivatives include, but are not limited to, futures,
options, swaps and forward foreign exchange contracts.

Derivativesmaybeused in the investmentoptionsandby
the specialist investmentmanagers in themanagement
of their underlying funds for a range of investment
activities including, but not limited to, the following
purposes:

managing investment risk and volatility of a stock,
security ormarket
