About the Fund
The Perpetual ESG Australian Share Active ETF (ASX:GIVE) is a unit class in the 
Perpetual ESG Australian Share Fund and is quoted and traded on the ASX as an 
Active Exchange Traded Fund (Active ETF). The Perpetual ESG Australian Share 
Fund is an actively managed fund, targeting long-term capital growth and regular 
income through investment predominantly in quality Australian shares that meet 
Perpetual’s Environmental, Social, Governance (ESG) and values-based criteria. 

The values-based criteria means not investing in companies or issuers that derive 
a material proportion (5% or more) of their revenue1 from: 

•	 the manufacture or sale of alcohol or 
tobacco2

•	 the operation of gambling facilities 
or the manufacture or supply of 
gambling products

•	 fossil fuels (exploration and extraction)

•	 uranium and nuclear

•	 animal cruelty (cosmetic testing)

•	 genetic engineering

•	 pornography

•	 armaments (including weapons)2 

 

Additionally, companies are also scored (both positively or negatively) on a broad 
range of ESG factors such as the issuers environmental policy and strategy, how 
it considers ESG factors in its supply chain management and whether it has been 
involved in any corporate misconduct.

Fund design 
The Perpetual ESG Australian Share Fund is designed for investors who are 
seeking long-term capital growth and regular income through investment in 
predominately quality Australian shares that meet Perpetual's ESG and values 
based criteria, have a minimum investment timeframe of five years or longer  
and are comfortable with the risks associated with the Fund. The Fund has a risk 
level of High3.
